1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 9:45 a.m. by Commissioner Guy.

2. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Moore motioned to approve the agenda, followed by a second from Commissioner Washburn-Repollo. The agenda for the meeting was unanimously approved. 

3. Approval of 2016 and 2017 Artist in the Schools Panel Pool  
Arts Program Specialist Denise Miyahana provided a report regarding the Art Grant Panel Pool. 
Arts Education Specialist Vivien Lee presented a follow up to the November 2014 Grants and Programs Committee Meeting that requested a usable definition for rural designation of Department of Education and charter schools. She explained that Google map visuals depicting rural vs urban school locations on each island is projected on-screen. 

Commissioner Guy motioned to accept the 2016-2017 Artist in the Schools Panel Pool designation and seconded by Commissioner Moore, and the motion was carried unanimously. 

4. Approval of additional panelist as panel insufficiencies arise 
Commissioner Guy motioned and Commissioner Moore seconded to approve additional panelist. The motion was carried unanimously

5. Approval of Folk and Traditional Art Grant Panel Pool 
Arts Program Specialist Vivien Lee provided a brief overview of what the AITS panel pool is and who panel candidates are. Commissioner Moore took note of the different format. Commissioner Guy inquired as to how SFCA can get more individuals for the panel pol, and whether commissioner and others can provide names from their respective communities. Miyahana concured and said that staff are continually talking to community members for panel prospects. 

Commissioner Washburn-Repollo motioned and Commissioner Waner seconded to approve Folk and Traditional Art Grant Panel Pool. The motion was carried unanimously. 

6. Approval of Final Panel and any additional panelists as needed
Commissioner Moore motioned to accept the Final Panel and any additional panelists designation and seconded by Commissioner Washburn-Repollo, and the motion was carried unanimously. 

7. Approval of Panelist to serve on peer panels FY 2015-2017 biennium grants
Arts Program Specialist Charles Medeiros requested approval of his panel pool for the FY 2015-2017 Biennium Grants funding process and approval of additional panelits. 

Commissioner Moore would like to know about the biennium grants process from Mr. Medeiros. Mr. Medeiros clarified that the panels will meet on a weekly basis from February 27 through March 27, 2015. He said the program areas represented by the peer panels include: Arts Education, Community Arts, Presentation, Heritage & Preservation, Community Arts, Arts Education, Presentation/Performing Arts. Each peer panel meets on a separate day and date. The panels generally meet from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. depending on the number of application to be reviewed.

Mr. Medeiros further informed that panels made up of five to seven panelists meet to review grants applications, come to a consensus on dollar amounts, and make grant recommendations on project/programs that would receive SFCA support for the FY2015-207 biennium. He added that the recommendations are then forwarded to HSFCA board for final approval. 

Mr. Medeiros said the list of panel pool on the board booklet includes individuals who are actively involved in the arts, culture and humanities communities. He stated that the panel must include neighbor island panelists.
