1. Call to Order
Committee Chair Washburn-Repollo called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.
The new Hawaii Commissioner, Jane Clement, was introduced to the Committee. 
Ms. Clement joined the Commission on January 14, 2015, representing Hawaii Island. 

2. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Moore moved to approve the agenda. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Tiller Polivka and carried unanimously. 

3. Approval of Minutes (November 19, 2014) 
Commissioner Washburn-Repollo noted that there was no minutes to approve.  

4. Discussion and/or action regarding planning 
Commissioner Moore noted that there seemed tobe a lot of speculation about the placement of the agency. He thinks moving the SFCA from DAGS to DBEDT is a very critical situation. 

Chairperson Saromines-Ganne informed the Committee that Creative Industries Administrator Georja Skinner plans to have a meeting with the new DBEDT executive director Luis Salaveria,  Comptroller Douglas Murdock, Jonathan Johnson and herself to further discuss the proposed transfer.  Commissioner Moore  asked the placement issue originated from the Legislature or another agency? Ms. Saromines-Ganne commented that  Senator Wakai brought it up when he chaired Senate Committee on the Economic Development, Technology and the Arts last year.  She noted that Senator Brian Taniguchi is now the chair of our subject area Committee in the Senate. 

Commissioner Moore expressed concerned about trasnferring the agency. He suggested the Commission discuss the proposed transfer carefully. He emphasized that Commissioners should understand the situation thoroughly. 

Mr. Johnson said that he has been working with Georja Skinner to address the relationship between SFCA and DBEDT Creative Industries. Mr. Johnson was confident that the agencies could work together. Chair Saromines-Ganne asked Mr. Johnson whether he discussed the agency transfer with Senator Wakai.  Mr. Johnson commented that a meeting with the Senator and Georja Skinner, had been scheduled.  He also advised that there was NASAA research about the relocation of state arts agencies (SAAs). The research indicated that 61% of the agencies funding was generally lost for SAAs that relocated. He advised we should represent the SFCA’s best interests. 

Commissioners Guy and Tiller Polivka were concerned that a transfer from DAGS to DBEDT could be introduced as legislation without any input from the Commision. The general postion conveyed at the committee meeting was that the Commission should have more information, including the impact of the move on the agency’s budget. 

Administrative Services Assistant Estelle Enoki said that Senator Wakai has not yet introduced the bill. The Creative Industries Division was established in 2003. Since then the idea of Creative Industries moving to SFCA or SFCA moving to DBEDT has been brought up from time to time and previous bills have been introduced. She suggested the Commission work with the Jon Johnson as he develops the agency position regarding such a move.  Commissioner Washburn-Repollo asked if there are any records about previous discussions on the subject. Mr. Johnson commented that he will forward information to the Commissioners. 

Commissioner Moore inquired about the agency’s placement as addressed in SCR57 SLH 2012. Mr. Johnson commented that the recommendation was for SFCA to be attachmed to the Governor’s office at the cabinets level. Commissioner Moore recommended that the discussion on this subject continue at the Commission meeting. 

5. Adjournment  
Commissioner Moore moved to adjourn the meeting, Commissioner Tiller-Polivka seconded and the motion was carried unanimously.
