1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 10:37 a.m. by Chairperson Barbara Saromines-Ganne. 
· 
2. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Saint Chu motioned to approve the agenda moving item 8. Presentation by Georja Skinner, CO Creative Industries Division, DBEDT to ite 6.   The motion including amended agenda was seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto and unanimously approved. 


3. Approval of the Minutes (January 14, 2015)
Ms. Saromines-Ganne advised that the minutes of the meeting for January 14 were not yet available. She added that there was to be an additional Board meeting scheduled for February 13, 2015. The minutes would be reviewed at that meeting. 


4. Commission Chair’s Report
Chairperson Saromines-Ganne announced that she would travel to Washington, D.C. with Commissioner Sakamoto for a meeting convened by WESTAF. She noted that she will meet with Hawaii’s congressional delegation to encourage their support of the SFCA and the NEA. 

5. Executive Director’s Report
Executive Director Jonathan Johnson reported on a recent visit in January from the President’s Committee’s on Turnaround Schools, an initiative that uses art as a tool in making significant change in low performing schools.  Hawaii is a finalist in the competitive selection to participate in the project. Mr. Johnson stated that SFCA’s commitment would include inviting the selected schools to participate in Art Bento and  Artists in the Schools programs. For the turnaround arts initiative, the schools have to have a full time art teacher. 

Mr. Johnson announced that he would be attending a joint informational briefing at the and that afternoon for WAM and House Finance. 

6. Presentation by Georja Skinner, CO, Creative Industries Division, DBEDT 
Chairperson Saromines-Ganne introduced Georja Skinner to the commissioners. She noted that Georja Skinner is the Chief Officer of Creative Industries Division in the Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism.

Ms. Skinner began her presentation by reporting on the status of Hawaii's creative economic industry. She introduced herself as a former SFCA Commissioner from Maui (2004-2007), then provided insights into the creative industries Division wich encompasses the Hawaii Film Office. Key initiatives included the Creative Lab program, the Hawaii International Film Festival and the development of Hawaii's creative entrepreneurs across multiple clusters of arts, design, music, broadband/new media, interactive media, film production and fashion. 

Ms. Skinner addressed commissioners about future collaborations with the SFCA including providing assistance procuring media content to the Public Art Archive, professional development for visual artists as a “creative Lab” and revitalizing a music series on the front lawn of HiSAM.

7. Items for Board Action 
2015 Legislative Sessions
Chairperson Saromines-Ganne reported that a bill to transfer SFCA to DBEDT would be introduced during the 2015 Legislative Session by Senator Wakai, who chair’s the Senate Committee on Economic Development. Ms. Skinner advised that the intention of Senator Wakai was to see how our agencies could collaborate more. She plans to further discuss the bill with both Senator Wakai and SFCA’s executive director, Jonathan Johnson. 


2015 Legislature Engagement Strategy 
Ms. Saromines-Ganne advised that the Senate will be questioing the SFCA regarding the audit. She suggested the commission discuss talking points. 

Commissioner Guy expressed concern that the messeage presented to the legislature be aligned to the desires of the board.  Commissioner Tiller Polivka commented that should bills arise requiring testimony, the board could be available.  Ms. Enoki noted that SFCA positions  on legislation must be routed to the comptroller prior to submitting.  She noted that it is the ED’s responsibility to be the liaison to the legislature. Chairperson Saromines-Ganne noted that the commission could rely on recommendations from the Legislative Audit Investigative Committee who’s members are Dean Sakamoto, Karen Tiller Polivka, Sherman Warner and herself.  Commissioner Sakamoto commented that the legislative Audit Investigative Committee would be discussing responses to the audit and also noted that they will rely on the recommendations and insights of executive director as the SFCA.

Commissioner Sakamoto suggested that the commission need to have the retreat  of the Board pending Senate confirmation of the Interim Appointees.  The board agreed.
