1. Call to Order

1. Communication Effort (James Gonser/Information Specialist) 
Information Specialist James Gonser provided the following social media reports:

SFCA Website
He said that the SFCA website is very proactive and up to date. 
Updates to web site include links to the audit, news stories, board members, cultural events (kapa), copyright and Facebook
Our eNews, 3,000 has plus subscribers, monthly targeted news stories, events, grant listings and photos.
Mr. Gonser said he is trying to write more story related to the foundation and museum and events. He wants to reach out to people with what we do in foundation by using the social media. 


Facebook 
Mr. Gonser further said that SFCA is on Facebook and it has been growing the number of “likes” of followers and comments.

Marketing:
We may buy ads in Hana Hou! Magazine, three bi-monthly ads for 50th anniversary, 1/3 page, reaching out to tourists and residents, will cost about $3,400 running from April through September.
