1. Call to order 
Committee Chairperson Sherman Warner called the meeting to order at 10:31 a.m.

1. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Karen Tiller-Polivka moved to approve the agenda. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Washburn-Repollo and carried unanimously. 
 
1. Approval of Minutes of January 20, 2016 
Commissioner Tiller-Polivka moved to approve the minutes, seconded by Commissioner Eva Washburn-Repollo. The motion was carried unanimously. 

1. Statements from the Public 
There were no statements from the public. 






1. Discussion: capturing momentum of NEA Chair Jane Chu’s visit 
The commission discussed NEA Chairman Jane Chu’s visit to SFCA and Hawai‘i. Mr. Johnson said that SFCA made special arrangements from start to finish to present cultural, visual and performing arts as part of Chairman Jane Chu’s visit to SFCA which began at the evening reception Thursday, February 18. He noted that Chairman Chu met the SFCA commissioners and the local arts community. Senator Mazie Hirono also attended at the evening reception. 

Commissioner Hamamoto reported that she spent time with Chairman Jane Chu. She commented that Chairman Chu’s message is the same message for every speech. It is about the ways NEA supports the arts in many different ways. She stay away from grants or other comments that mention funding. Once the organization or group commits to their mission and takes the initiative to step out, other people will come to support them. Chair Chu indicated that the commitment for arts and advocating comes from the organization’s willingness to commit. This was her message to all the different groups she met. Ms. Hamamoto noted that her message is a consistent message, as the arts actively intersect with areas such as community vitality, human development and the economy. 

1. Discussion: steps toward convening and engaging arts organization
Mr. Johnson commented about the agenda for the “Art Chat” convening the agenda is to gather a group of people from the arts, both artists and representatives of arts organizations, to have a breakfast conversation. 

Commissioner Tiller-Polivka suggested that we should identify the right people from the performing, visual and architectural communities. She thinks that in their introductions they should identify one thing they would want the community and public to know about their organization and ways that artists and arts organizations can, as collective group, expand their dialogue with the legislators. She also supported the idea of annual or biannual arts awards which could be presented by the Governor. 

Commissioner Sakamoto suggested going to the NEA website and looking into the “artistic fields” tab which includes 17 groups such as: artist communities, design, museum, literature, opera, media arts, international, dance, arts education, folk and traditional arts, local arts agencies, music, visual arts, state & regional, accessibility, presenting and multidisciplinary works, theatre & musical, and research analysis. 

1. Discussion: steps toward convening a business roundtable in support of the arts 
Commissioner Warner recommended taking steps toward convening a similar discussion with the business leaders about the role of the arts in our community. 

Commissioner Tiller-Polivka commented that business hire those who demonstrate creative thinking. One of the ideas regarding skills for the 21st century that schools are working on is the development of creative thinkers who know quality works and appreciate the arts, so that the standards of hiring in the 21st century will move away from the technical mechanical skills to things that deal with collaboration and partnership. Also, the importance of innovation and creativity are high on the list. 

Commissioner Tiller-Polivka commented that we need to engage the arts community through local communities, tourists and the public. Commissioner Moore commented that people travel for the reason.  

Commissioner Washburn-Repollo spoke on her idea and experience as she was invited by the leader of the Chaminade Marianis Community and The Filipino Club as a volunteer docent at the Honolulu Museum of Arts on April 17. She thinks the idea how to bring group people into such special events is a great idea. 

Commissioner Warner spoke about working with the HTA so that the arts are well represented in the materials given to convention organizers and attendees. 

Commissioner Warner asked whether he could have access to the SFCA website as an administrator so that he could see the statistics on visitors to the website as this helps assess the effectiveness of the website. Mr. Johnson said he will check and let him know. 

1. Assessing the reach of e-newsletter and website
Commissioner Clement asked to board committee how do we get people to our website? How many people actually know about what we do as an arts agency? 
Commissioner Warner recommended using a mail service such as Constant Contact. 

Commissioner Warner said if SFCA used Constant Contact or a similar program it would improve mailing list management, provide data on how many people open the emails and even format the newsletter for the computer or mobile device that is being used to read the email.  

Commissioner Tiller-Polivka recommended bringing the idea of Matrix of Cultural Economic Development for ads on social media. Mr. Johnson said that he will check with DBEDT’s Creative Industries Division. 

Commissioner Moore suggested that we can do event to the neighbor island such as annual board meetings on the neighbor island. We can do chat or skype video conference as well.
