1. Call to Order
Committee Chair Hamamoto called the meeting to order at 11:05 a.m.

2. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Clement moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka. The agenda for the meeting was approved unanimously. 

3. Statement from the Public 
There were no statements from the public. 
   
4. Discussion and/or action regarding 2016 Legislative Session  
Commissioner Hamamoto reported that most of bills and resolutions are moving including HB 2741 Military in the Arts-Appropriates moneys for the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts to establish an Arts in the Military Program; HB 2618 Works of Art Special Fund-Deletes appropriations for capital renovations, as a source of funds for the Works of Art Special Fund.  

Commissioner Hamamoto indicated that we need to discuss the House Resolution and Senate Resolution and find out what is generally done and support the resolution.

Mr. Johnson said that we will provide comments about the President Obama naming resolution. Commissioner Warner asked whether the bill regarding renaming a building in Hawaii for President Obama also included a proposal that there be a statue in the President’s honor. Mr. Johnson replied that it was included in the resolution and it is about the funding. We will follow the process. 

Mr. Johnson reviewed Senate Resolution SR64 requesting the establishment of an Ali‘i Memorial Art Advisory Task Force. The resolution was initiated by Momi Cazimero to relocate the Queen Lili‘uokalani Statue to a setting fitting for an Ali‘i of the Hawaiian Kingdom; a committee would be established to re-evaluate the setting. Mr. Johnson indicated that this resolution includes a larger list of Ali‘s. SFCA will convene the advisory committee to address the issues raised by the resolution. 

Commissioner Sakamoto announced that the 50th anniversary statement – SCR82 establishing a task force to plan and coordinate the celebration of the fiftieth anniversary of the Hawaii State Capitol building will be held on March 15, 2019. 
He said that he met Senator Taniguchi a year ago when the Senator called a meeting with him with two other senior architects in the state, architects Christopher J. Smith and John Carl. Senator Taniguchi raised the idea for the 50th anniversary and he is going to propose the bills to create this event. After some discussion, we determined that SFCA would be ideal agency to lead the effort. Commissioner Sakamoto indicated that the Hawaii State Capitol is the only state capitol in the country built in a modern architectural style. Commissioner Sakamoto stated that the stimulation of the building’s design is the from San Francisco, Harvard University graduated who did many things across the world. 
Mr. Johnson suggested a committee to support this Senate Resolution. Commissioner Sakamoto encouraged the commission to take this occasion to celebrate the plan and make it significant, so that the public has a better understanding of the building. 

Commissioner Hamamoto reported the Senate Resolution 77 – requesting the Legislative Reference Bureau to conduct a survey and evaluation of artist relocation programs and their potential for creation in the State of Hawai‘i. This resolution is about gathering information and not about what is happening. He recommended the board committee support the bills. 

Commissioner Clement moved to recommend and support the following Senate Resolutions to the full board meeting, seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka. It was carried unanimously:  

a) HCR 082 - establishing a Task Force to plan and coordinate the celebration of the fiftieth anniversary of the Hawaii State Capitol 

b) HCR 044 Establishing a Task Force to plan and coordinate the celebration of the fiftieth anniversary of the Hawaii State Capitol 

c) SR077: Requesting the Legislative Reference Bureau to conduct a survey and evaluation of artist relocation programs and their potential for creation in the state of Hawaii – Relocation Program - Arts District 

d) Submit comments only for SR 64 - requesting the establishment of an Ali‘i Memorial Art Advisory Task Force 

e) Submit comments about President Obama Statue. 
 
5. Announcements 
Commissioner Hamamoto announced that this was the last legislative committee meeting. End session would be May 2016. 

6. Adjournment
Commissioner moved to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka and the motion was carried unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 11:30 a.m.
