1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 9:08 a.m. by Chairperson Barbara Saromines-Ganne. 

1. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Moore motioned to approve the agenda, followed by a second from Commissioners Warner. The agenda for the meeting was unanimously approved. 

1. Approval of Minutes (January 14, 2015) 
Commissioner Moore moved to approve the minutes, Commissioner Warner seconded, and the motion was carried unanimously. 

1. New Business

3. Design Phase, Aiea Public Library 
Project Manager Trisha Lagaso Goldberg presented the design phase recommendation for an exterior sculpture by Wayne Zebzda for the Aiea Public Library. She explained that the artist’s proposed is to create a stainless steel and concrete sculpture for this site. 

Commissioner Warner asked if stainless steel material is easy to maintain. Lagaso Goldberg noted that the artist completed a similar art work two years ago for Mililani Ike Elementary School, which was vandalized with spray paint but easily cleaned.

Commissioner Washburn and Commissioner Guy commented that it was an inspiring project. They complimented Ms. Lagaso Goldberg on her management of  the project. 

Commissioner Sakamoto commented that he is concerned with issues of reflection, light bouncing off the surface of the metal spheres. Ms. Lagaso Goldberg said that the Art Advisory Committee recommended the Design Phase proposal be accepted as-is and they would like to see a light-reflection study from artist before the next phase. 

Commissioner Moore motioned to forward the design phase recommendation with input from Commissioner Sakamoto, seconded by Commissioner Warner. The motion was carried unanimously. 

3. Conceptual Phase, Castle High School 
Ms. Lagaso Goldberg introduced the conceptual phase recommendation for a glass mosaic mural by artist Solomon Enos for Castle High School. She explained that the artist spent eight days on campus with the students.  The Art Adivosry Committee identified a location for the artwork on the Ko’olau facing wall of the Castle Performing Arts Center, centered above the exit doors.   

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg outlines the artist’s concept  proposal. The mural will depict human forms that are intended to symbolize forces of nature embodied by the Hawaiian “ancestors” knows as Lono, Ku, Hina, Kane, and Kanaloa. She indicated that the school wanted artwork to give students a sense of direction and pride as well as a sense of collaboration. 

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg noted that the mural dimensions are approximately 14 feet wide by 20 feet high, covering a total of 280 aquare feet. She explained that the mural will be made up of glass mosaic pieces, 3/8’ x 3/8” and the colors will be in a range with Venetian varied luninosity and brighteness. She noted that the concept is based on a powerful place-based story about the creation of the fishponds and waterways in Ko‘olaupoko, Kāne‘ohe and Kailua. The hope is that students will be come more conscious of shoreline resources and begin to internalize the idea of working with the environment to create abundance. 

Commissioner Moore motioned to forward the conceptual phase recommendation for glass mosaic mural by artist Soloman Enos for Castle High School to the full board, seconded by Commissioner Clement. The motion was carried unanimously. 

Conceptual Phase, Mililani High School 
Ms. Lagaso Goldberg presentated the concept for a bronze sculpture by Henry Bianchini at Mililani Middle School. The idea centers around voyaging, self direction, and overcoming obstacles of challenges. 

Chairperson Saromines-Ganne asked Commissioner Sakamoto if would he serve on the Art Advisory Committee for this project. Mr. Sakamoto said that he is willing to be on the committee. 

Commissioner Moore motioned to forward the concept phase to the full board, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto, and the motion was carried unanimously.        


3. Works of art to be deaccessioned from the Art in Public Places Collection
Collection Manager Wanda Anae-Onishi presented the works of art to be deaccessioned from the Art in Public Places Collection. She said that there are seven works of art that have deteroriorated beyond repair or are missing. 

Commission Moore moved to approve that the seven (7) works of art be deaccessioned from the APP Collection, seconded by Commisisoner Clement, and the motion was carried unanimously. 

3. Art Acquisition Selection Committee’s recommended additions to the APP Collection 
Ms. Thune presented recommendations for the Art in Public Places Collection. She explained there are three nominations from the AASC visits: Ka’u Dessert by Jeera Rattanangkoon; Red White and Blue by Clifford Tanaka, and Rift Zone by Nora Yamanoha. 

Commissioner Moore asked if these artists are already represented in the collection. Ms. Thune commented that we do have other works by these artists. Commissioner Moore said if we buy for the collection from the same artists, could they be the same of type of work? Ms. Thune responded that we are supporting the continuation of the artist so the art works qualify to support a body of work by the artist and supporting the development of the artist. Commissioner Moore asked is that support is for more of the same type work. Ms. Thune answered that sometimes we support the development of an artst.  Commissioner Moore feels he is in the role of representing the committee members to make sure the question is asked. Ms. Thune asked Commissioner Moore to look at the other works from the collections. Ms. Thune said there are 12 not 17 works for artist Nora Yamanoha. 

Commissioner Moore motioned to approve all the recommendations for purchase; Commissioner Warner seconded and the motion was carried unanimously. 

3. Art Acquisition Selection Committee’s Schedule of Visit
Ms. Thune presented solicitations received and staff recommendations for third quarter visits including: 
1. The Arts at Marks Garage, Hawaii Craftsmen – 39th Raku Ho’olaule’a Exhibition – ceramic media juried June 2-27, 2015. 
1. First Hawaiian Bank Center, Honolulu Museum of Art, Honolulu, HI – Schaefer Portrait Challenge 2015 -  mixed media, juried June 10- September 25, 2015. 
1. Honolulu Museum of Art – Artists of Hawaii – mixed media juried, July 2-October 25, 2015. 

Commissioner Moore motioned to move the art Acquisition Selection Committee’s Schedule of Visit to the full board meeting, seconded by Commissioner Tiller Polivka and the motion was carried unanimously.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 a.m. Commissioner Moore moved to adjourn the meeting, Commissioner Warner seconded, and the motion  was carried unanimously.
