1. Call to order 
The meeting was called to order at 8:51 a.m. by committee Chairperson Eva Rose Washburn-Repollo.

2. Approval of the Agenda
Chairperson Washburn-Repollo asked to amend the agenda to add “Statement of the Public,” and also to approve the minutes because the committee was not able their finish a review at the previous meeting. 

Commissioner Clement motioned to approve the agenda as amended. Commissioner Moore seconded, and the motion was carried unanimously.   

3. Approval of Minutes
Commissioner Clement motioned to approve the minutes as amended. It was seconded by Commissioner Moore and the motioned was carried unanimously.  

4. Statement of the Public 
Dan Purcell thanked the committee for incorporating an opportunity for public comment. 

5. Discussion and/or action regarding proposed FY 2016 Budget 
Commissioner Washburn-Repollo reported on the Planning and Budget committee meeting held in May 9, 2015. She asked how agency expenditures were interpreted into budgeting for the next year. She also asked about the consequences of lapsed funds, impact on future appropriations if the funds lapsed, and more elaboration on how accounts are managed.

Accountant Susan Naanos explained that lapsed Special and Federal funds carry into the next fiscal year. General funds lapse at the end of each fiscal year and revert back to the state. 
 
Executive Director Jonathan Johnson supported the information conveyed by Ms. Naanos.  

Commissioner Washburn-Repollo asked about four proposed positions that are not  included in the budget bill. She asked about status of the bill that proposed the positions. 

Mr. Johnson said there are probably a number of changes that the final budget will require. Commissioner Washburn-Repollo noted that the budget was not yet final and that the positions will not be established until the bill is signed by the governor. 

Mr. Johnson explained that SB1177 was passed by the Legislature and rests with the governor for approval into law. 
Ms. Naanos added we cannot assume they are in the budget until the operational expenditure plan is distributed to state agencies. 

Estelle Enoki told the committee that the state budget for fiscal biennium 2015-2017 was passed by the legislature. She noted that the budget bill did not reflect the addition of the 4.0 F.T.E. SB 1177. She added that our general fund appropriation reflects several legislative grants-in-aid. 

Commissioner Clement motioned to approve the minutes as amended. It was seconded by Commissioner Moore and the motion was carried unanimously. 

Ms. Naanos reviewed the budget expenditures in the booklet:
· General Fund includes: Personnel, Operating, Biennium Grants, and Legislative Grants-in-Aid
· Federal Fund includes: Personnel, Operating and Biennium Grants.
· Special Fund includes: Personnel and Operating. 
 
She read from the summary sheet: the 2015 general fund appropriations are $936,332 and restriction of appropriations $46,817 or ten percent of the general appropriation. The total allocation we have in fiscal year 2015 is $889,515. 

Ms. Naanos commented that the 2014 general fund appropriation was $1,400,675 and there was a reversion of $116,107.68 because an organization was not incorporated in Hawaii and did not qualify for the GIA. 

Ms. Naanos then summarized the 2014 federal funds, and Special Fund.
 
Ms. Enoki commented that the budget is prepared for the full amount of the appropriation. 

Commissioner Moore moved to approve the preliminary SFCA budget for fiscal year based on HB500 HD1 SD1 CD1 and for the executive director to be able to make budget adjustments at his discretion during the course of the budget process. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Clement carried unanimously. 

Commissioner Wasburn-Repollo asked if there would be another opportunity before the 2015 Board meeting to see the final budget. Ms. Enoki said that typically the final budget should be available in state agencies in July. 
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6. Adjournment 
Commissioner Clement moved to adjourn the meeting, which was seconded by Commissioner Moore. The motion was carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
