· Panel Recommendation for Funding the Fiscal Biennium 2016 and 2017 Folk and Traditional Arts Grants 
Arts Program Specialist Denise Miyahana provided an overview of the Folk and Traditional Arts Program since it began in 1985. Commissioners Guy, Washburn-Repollo, and Moore supported moving the panel’s recommendations forward to the full commission meeting, and seconded by Commisioner Clement. The motion was carried unanimously. 

Commissioner Guy motioned to accept the 2016-2017 Artist in the Schools Panel Pool designation, seconded by Commissioner Moore, and the motion was carried unanimously. 

Grants panel chair Eva Rose Washburn-Repollo summarized comments from the panel meeting: 

· That the Culture Learning grants consider the cultural definition of cultural learning. 
· That the Apprenticenship grants take into consideration, the application’s advanced age of the kupuna (teachers).
· That projects using Native Hawaiian natural materials take into consideration sustainability in the natural environment. 

Vivien Lee requested two commissioners to chair the Artists in the Schools panel meeting on June 25, 2015. Vice Chair Michael Moore said  Committee Chair Joel Guy would be happy to serve, and offered that Noelle Kahanu, as a new Commissioner, could gain experience with this. He added that he could serve as an alternate.
