1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 9:15 a.m. by Commissioner Moore. 
· 
2. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Warner moved to approve the agenda, followed by a second from Commissioner Sakamoto. The agenda for the meeting was carried unanimously.   

3. Approval of Minutes (May 13, 2015)
Commissioner Warner made a couple corrections to the minutes: under the members present there were three commissioners listed that are not APP committee members (Commissioners Clement, Guy and Washburn-Repollo) and page 3, 3rd paragraph, should read “many people relate to this artist.”
   
Commissioner Moore moved to approve the minutes as corrected, followed by a second from Commissioner Warner. The motion was carried unanimously.

4. Statement from the Public 
None. 

5. New Business
a. Conceptual Phase, Lahainaluna High School 
Project Manager Trisha Lagaso Goldberg reported on staff’recommendation for approval of the concept phase proposed sculpture installation at Lahainaluna High School, Maui conceived by artist Randal Shiroma for the lawn adjacent to school’s field, will make a significant impact on the school and public at large. Motion: SW and DS seconded. (time 5:40)

Ms. Lagaso-Goldberg said that we are looking for something important for school and the history of the area and to match the structure of the school. She said the school is looking for something that is modern and using modern language. Commissioner Moore added that the committee wants the sculpture to look monumental and modern. 
Ms. Lagaso Godberg said that the proposed sculpture will stand as a beacon, the torch of Lahainaluna High School; the light and promise of education that will shine and stand for all the see as a proud emblem never to be extinguished. The sculpture will stand 20’-25’ in height and the bottom portion will have the characteristics of rock. She said there will be a transition of the surface from a rough hewn on the bottom to a stainless steel structure at the top. She further explained the mooring hole alludes to a safe haven; in one sense the protected waters of Lahina and in another the close knit community at Lahainaluna High School that provides a safe haven for the students and their development

Commissioner Warner said that the finish of the metal is very important. He noted that the steel rising out and transition of the stainless steel is solid. He thinks the quality of the stainless steel should be clear. 
Commissioner Washburn-Repollo commented that it doesn’t have a lot of storytelling for the visual arts. 
Ms. Lagaso Goldberg said that the artist is still working on the process and this is just bring it to the committee symbolicaly. Commissioner Moore added that it is about the transition and materials. Commissioner Warner thinks this is a concept. 

Commissioner Warner motioned to approve the recommendation of the concept phase, Mr. Sakamoto seconded and the motion was carried unanimously. 





b. Recommendations of Art Advisory Committee member for Governors Portrait. 
Art in Public Places manager Karen Ewald reported regarding the recommendations of  Art Advisory Committee member for Portrait of Governor Abercrombie. She explained that APP staff met on June 22 with Governor Abercrombie an he requested adding Kathleen Chapman as an additional member.  She said the current committee members are: Governor Neil Abercrombie, Dr. Nancie Caraway, Barbara Saromines-Ganne, and Deidre Teagarden. 

Commisisner Warner asked what is the budget? Ms. Ewald answered that the budget is $45,000. Mr. Johnson said that we have some press regarding this meeting and it came up very positive. 

Commissioner Warner motioned to approve the recommended additional committee member, seconded by Commissioner Moore and the motion was carried unanimously.

Discussion:
Mr. Johnson said that the curator had been reading the criteria to the committee which helps make sure everything recommended fits our criteria. 
Commissioner Sakamoto suggested we negotiate price with the artist as we select the art work. He said that everything’s negotiable for purchase. He noted that we had excellent committee members on the last exhibit visit, but the price was too expensive. 

Commissioner Sakamoto motioned to approve all the recommendation for purchase, seconded by Commissioner Warner and the motion was carried unanimously. 

d. Art Acquisition Selection Committee’s Schedule of Visits 
Curator Kelly Thune discussed invitations received and staff recommendations for visits. Ms. Thune said that six applications were received. She presented her recommendations to the Commission as follows:  

Approve recommended schedule for Acquisition Award Selection Committee for September-December 2015. 
1) Hui Noʻeau Visual Arts Center, Makawao, Hawaiʻi – Mālama Wao Akua Exhibition 2015 – mixed media, juried. September 5-October 16, 2015.

2) Honolulu Museum of Art, Gallery ‘Iolani Honolulu, HI – Wendy Kawabata: In the Land– mixed media fiber, curated. October 2, 2015-January 3, 2016.

3) Linekona Art School, Honolulu, HI – Hawai’i Craftsmen Annual Statewide Juried Exhibition – mixed media, juried. October 27-November 20, 2015. 

4) Wailoa Center, Hilo, HI-Hawa’i Nei 2015 – mixed media, juried November 6-December 17, 2015. 

5) Gallery HNL, Honolulu, HI BAXTER/LARGUSA/SPANGLER/YAMAUCHI (works by Eli Baxter, Kalani Largusa, Shawn Spanger and Andre Yamauchi) – mixed media, curated November 29-December 23, 2015. 

6) The Arts at Marks Garage, Honolulu, HI – Hawai’i Glass Artists 13th Annual Juried Exhibition – glass media, juried. December 1, 2015-January 2, 2016. 

Mr. Johnson explained that the collections management policy allows for AASC’s to visit one person shows and to make studio visits as long as they meet the criteria.  He noted that at a previous meeting the board wanted to have further discussion on the topic. Commissioner Sakamoto suggested that we should have a policy discussion. Mr. Johnson commented that in the past, the Ethics commission has allowed the SFCA to purchase employee’s work as long as the employee was not involved in the selection process.  

Commissioner Sakamoto asked what is Gallery HNL? Ms. Thune replied that the Gallery HNL is an organization that formed between individuals and the UH art department. Mr. Johnson clarified that it is a creative partnership between Mark and Carolyn Blackburn and the Department of Art and Art History at the UH at Manoa, in cooperation with Stanford Hasegawa. 
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Commissioner Warner motioned to approve the recommendation for the Art Acquisition Committee’s scheduled of six visits, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto, and the motion was carried unanimously. 
 
The Committee motioned to move forward the discussion for the recommendation AASC’s to the full Board meeting, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto. The motion was carried unanimously.  is a creative partnership between Mark & Carolyn Blackburn and the Department of Art & Art History at the University of Hawai‘i at Manoa, in cooperation with Sanford Hasegawa. Through an innovative array of formats, GalleryHNL introduces the world to the work of selected artists affiliated with the department and provides them with representation. A portion of the sales and commissions is returned to the department to support its many activities and programs. GalleryHNL serves the talented artists who call Hawai‘i home, and provides much-needed financial support to their home base.
