1.	Call to Order

2.	Approval of the Agenda

3.	Approval of May 13, 2015 Committee minutes
	Commissioner Warner commented that although he is attending the committee meetings,
	he is not a current member of the committee.

	Commissioner Moore motioned to approve the minutes as amended.  Commissioner Clement 	seconded and the motion was carried unanimously.

4.	Statement from the Public
	There was no public statement at this meeting.

5.	Discussion and/or action regarding the proposed FY 2016 Budget
	Commissioner Moore inquired as to the status of hiring for the 4.0 FTE positions established 	with the passage of Act 180 SLH 2015.  Executive Director Jonathan Johnson advised that the 	positions are a great addition to the agency.  Per the conditions of the act, the positions would 	be established in January 2016.  He hoped to complete the hiring process prior to that date so 	the positions would be staffed at the beginning of the new year.

	Ms. Enoki reviewed the budget summary and discussed the 10% restriction to the agency’s 	General fund in FY 2016.  Mr. Johnson noted that he was able to not have to significantly cut any 	SFCA program allocations.  Ms. Naanos said she was prepared to perform adjustments to the 	Federal 	fund in payroll to accommodate labor contract requirements for staff step movements.  	Other than this information, the budget had not significantly changed since the Commission’s 	last review in May 2015.

	Commissioner Clement moved to approve the FY 2016 budget as prepared and to recommend 	approval to the full Commission.  Commissioner Moore seconded and the motion was 	unanimously carried.
