1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 9:15 a.m. by Commissioner Moore. 
· 
1. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Sakamoto suggested listing the committee member’s name on the agenda. He said that this will be helpful for the committee to remember who is on each committee. 

Commissioner Moore moved to approve the agenda, followed by a second from Commissioner Sakamoto. The agenda for the meeting was carried unanimously.   

1. Approval of Minutes (July 15, 2015) 
   
Commissioner Moore moved to approve the minutes, followed by a second from Commissioner Sakamoto. The motion was carried unanimously.

1. Statement from the Public 
There was no public statement. 

1. New Business
4. Artist Recommendations: Governor’s Portrait 
Project Manager Trisha Lagaso Goldberg presented the Artist Recommendation seeking approval for former Governor Neil Abercrombie’s Portrait. 

She said the committee recommended artist Kirk Kurokawa. Artist Kurokawa was born and raised on Maui, and as he is capable of executing excellent representational figurative work and can work in natural light. 

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg said Kurokawa went to a high school in Kahului, Maui and he earned a BFA with distinction from the California College of Arts and Crafts. 

She noted that the SFCA received 40 responses from different artists during the call for entries. Seven artists were selected for consideration, then from seven, two artists were invited to interview with the committee. After interviewing artists, the committee recommended Maui artists Kirk Kurokawa. 

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg said the governor is interested in potentially having his portrait painted outdoor and is looking for a close connection with the painter. 
She said the proposed budget is $39,400.

Commissioner Moore was impressed with the artist and thinks this artist’s idea for a modern classic will result in something fresher than other portraits. 

Commissioner Moore motioned to move the recommendation to the full Board, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto, and the motion was carried unanimously. 
 
4. Concept Phase: Innovations Public Charter School 
Project Manager Trisha Lagaso Goldberg presented the Concept Phase recommendation for exterior mixed-media sculpture installation by Stuart Nakamura for Innovations Public Charter School.

She stated that artist Stuart Nakamura proposed an exterior, multi-component sculpture installation to be sited adjacent to and south of the Music Room on the school’s new upper campus.  

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg then introduced the new DOE/AIR Resources Teacher Yuna Chan to the Board committee. Yuna Chan replaced Evan Tortori.
 
Ms. Lagaso Goldberg said the artist is thinking about the Hokulea as methapor for a student’s journey through education. 

Commissioner Hamamoto moved to approve the recommendation, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto and the motion was carried unanimously. 

4. Design Phase: Mililani Middle School, Pukalani Elementary School 
Mililani Middle School
Ms. Lagaso Goldberg presented the Design Phase recommendation for a bronze sculpture by artist Henry Bianchini. 

She said the Mililani School Art Advisory Committee (AAC) met on August 17, 2015 and unanimously approved the Design Phase proposal of artist Henry Bianchini for a fabricated bronze sculpture. 
She said the artwork is titled “Hokua,” as this piece of art represents a sailing vessel, the notion of discovery, navigating the unknown. The design of  the work of art represents a sailing vessel cresting a wave, traveling across the ocean, led by an experienced navigator (students) steering the vessel to its destination.

Commissioner Moore moved to approve the recommendation, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto and the motion was carried unanimously. 


Pukalani Elementary School 
Ms. Lagaso Goldberg explained the Design Phase recommendation for Pukalani Elementary School.

It is intended that this community-based mural will become an inspiring landmark and point of pride for the school and the community.

The artist proposes a stained glass mosaic mural with dimensions of 14’(H) x 55’(W) x ½’-1 (D), to be sited on the wall of the B-Building, which faces Ioalani Street and the entryway to the school. The inspiration for this mural centers around the wastershed in upcountry Maui. She added that the key visual elements include: three trees which used to thrive in the area (Ohia, Koa, and wiliwili), Haleakala, Lininoe (symbolizing water in all forms) chanting about water and native forests in Maui. 

Commissioner Moore commented that the project is very interesting. They want a story and cultural connection. He thinks they got what they really want. 
Commissioner Sakamoto asked what the budget for this piece of art? Ms. Lagaso Goldberg replied that the design phase budget allocation in artist’s contract is $10,000.
Mr. Sakamoto thinks it looks bigger. He suggested being more senstive to the building’s design as we add something onto the building. He said the artist needs to cut back to work with the architechture. Commissioner Sakamoto asked if the artist consulted with the architect of the building. Ms. Lagaso Goldberg commented that the artist has not consulted with the architect. She noted that this is on the site that the committee choose. Mr. Sakamoto said that he does not want the artist to forget that architect also is a professional artist and the building has cultural effect as well. He suggested that we need to consider the building itself as a artwork. 
 
Commissioner Moore moved to accept the recommendation, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto and the motion was carried unanimously. 

4. Art Advisory Committee (AAC) Member Recommendations 
For No. 1 Capitol District Bldg. 
Project Manager Ms. Lagaso Goldberg presented the Art Advisory Committee (AAC) for No. 1 Capitol District building. She is seeking the approval to appoint an additional AAC member Commissioner Dean Sakamoto. 

She stated that the former Commissioner was Peter Rosegg. She noted that we need a commissioner to represent SFCA. 
Mr. Sakamoto is willing to volunteer to be a committee member. 

Commissioner Moore moved to accept the recommendation. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka and carried. 

Kona Judiciary
Ms. Lagaso Goldberg reported the Art Advisory Committee (AAC) member recommendations for Kona Judiciary Building.

She stated that SFCA appoints Visual Arts Counsultants or other experts to serve as technical and artistic advisors to the AAC. She noted that the project to be initated in Fall 2015 and completed by Winter 2019. The specific location to be recommendend by AAC after review of potential sites and Works of Art master Plan. 

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg is seeking approval of the recommendation to appoint Art Advisory Committee (AAC) members submitted by Chief Judge Judge Ronald Ibarra. She also recommended the appoint SFCA Commissioner Jane Clement. She informed the Project Architect would be the Architects Hawaii. 

Commissioner Clement moved to accept the recommendation, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto. The motion was carried unanimously.   

4. Artwork loan for Exhibition at Gallery Ioalani, Windward Community College 
Collection Manager Wanda Anae-Onishi presented the Artwork loan request for exhibition at gallery Iolani at Winward Community College. 

She stated that the Gallery Iolani requested a loan of work: Six (ceramic and copper sculpture) and 3 pcs Cuttlepus. She said the Gallery Iolani is at Windward Community College, which is covered by a 24 hour security guards. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Clement to approval the artwork loan for Gallery Iolani. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto and carried. 

4. Recommendation additions to the APP Collection (a) 
Ms. Lagaso-Goldberg detailed recomendations for additions to the APP Collection for No. 1 Capitol District Building Art Advisory (AAC). She is seeking approval of a gift offer and acquisition for the No. 1 Capitol District Building Art Advisory Committee for the followings:

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg said that this pair of sculptures is the offer from Jeff Spahn’s Gallery in San Francisco. She noted that they are selling them with the bases designed by Jun Kaneko and facbricated by Berkeley Art Fondry. The appraised value $300,000-$350,000, they proposed to sell one for $125,000 and donate the remaining $165,000-$225,000. Total purchase amount is $125,000. 

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg stated that the AAC convened on September 3, 2015, to review the gift offer and potential acquisition from Jeffrey Spahn of the Jeffrey Spahn Gallery. AAC recommends approval of gift and acquisition of subject artwork to the APP Collection. 
She said that Jeff Spahn is pleased to share those two pieces art works to SFCA and they were originally acquired from studio of June Kaneko. Their intention is to share them with SFCA Art in Public Places since these artworks look great in a large scale environment, and they are downsizing into a smaller home. 

Commissioner Sakamoto asked that where this piece could go? Ms. Lagaso Goldberg said they would be placed on the lawn at No. 1 Capitol District Building. He requested a further discussion with executive director Jonathan Johnson and Project Manager Trisha Lagaso Goldberg to talk about the location. He would like to find out more about the background of these gifts and said this would be a good opportunity.

Mr. Sakamoto said that he and Jun Kaneko went to the same artwork academy and he knew the artist well. 
Commissioner Tiller-Polivka commented that she also knew the artist. She thinks the artist is a very incredibly well-known artists and he has a connection with Hawaii.

Ms. Lagaso Goldberg explained that the committee members are: Jimmy Hisano, Daniel Chun, Peter Rosegg, SFCA Commissioner Dean Sakamoto and Jonathan Johnson. 
Commissioner Sakamoto asked that if there is any intended place to put a gift otherwise it goes to the storage. 

The Committee motioned to move forward the discussion of the AASC’s recommendation to the full Board meeting, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto. The motion was carried unanimously

Recommendation additions to the APP Collection (b)
The committee motioned to move forward to the Purchase Recommendations for Art in Public Places Collection report to the full Board meeting, seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka and the motion was carried unanimously. 

4. Art Acquisition Selection Committee’s Schedule of Visits

1. Hawaii Academy of Performing Arts, Arts at Marks Garage, Honolulu, HI – Makakolu: New York by Carl F.K. Pao, Kūpa’a Hee and Cory Taum – mixed media, curated. November 3-28, 2015. 

1. Waimea Arts Council, Kamuela, HI – The Master Collection – mixed media, juried. November 4-29, 2015. 

The Committee motioned to move forward the discussion for the recommendation AASC’s to the full Board meeting, seconded by Commissioner Sakamoto.
