1. Call to order 
The meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m. by Committee Chair Hamamoto. 

2. Approval of the Agenda
Commissioner Clement moved to approve the agenda for the meeting. Commissioner Tiller-Polivka seconded and the motion was carried unanimously.   

3. Approval of Minutes
Commissioner Hamamoto made a correction that she was present at the last Budget and Planning minutes on July 16, 2015. 

Commissioner Clement motioned to approve the minutes, Commissioner Tiller-Polivka seconded and the motioned was carried unanimously.    

4. Statement of the Public 
There was no public statement at this meeting. 



5. Discussion and/or action regarding FY 2016 Budget 
Mr. Johnson discussed the budget summary sheet on page three. He said the budget summary is the final amount that reflects a 10% budget restriction. He noted there is no Federal Fund carryover from FY 2015. He said most of the operation expenses have been covered by the Works of Art Special Fund.   
He said it is not sustainable for next year and we have to look at these programs and figure it out what is the top priority.  

Mr. Johnson informed that the request for 4.0 FTE positions approved in Act 180 SLH 2015 and be officially added to the SFCA budget tables maintained by the Department of Budget and Finance. 

Ms. Enoki explained that the request re-apportioning percentage of Federal funds for 4.0 FTE employee salaries from 50% Federal Fund - 50% Special Fund to 25% Federal Fund - 75% Special Fund; and 2.0 FTE employee salaries from 100% Special Fund to 25% Federal Fund - 75% Special Fund. 
Mr. Johnson said that we currently have 50% - 50% Federal Funded positions. 

Ms. Enoki pointed out the budget summary sheets for Special Supplemental Executive Budget summary from the Department of Budget and Finance has been approved by the governor. 
Mr. Johnson noted that the only salary we have that is only in General Funds is 50% and the rest of payroll is from the Special Fund and Federal Fund. The requests SFCA General Fund appropriation be raised to $1 million in FY 2017. 
Mr. Johnson further explained that the agency’s General Fund appropriation is $936,332, with the 10% restriction, $840,944. Ms. Enoki commented that we must match our NEA Federal partnership 1:1 with General Funds. 

Ms. Enoki said we submitted the operational expenditure plan on September 8, 2015. Ten percent General Fund restriction is assessed. Chapter 9 grants approved to encumber and Chapter 42 grants in aid need the Governor’s approval to be released. The budget policies direct State agencies to apply 10% General Fund restriction to the Grants in Aid as appropriate. She said there is no Federal Fund carryover from FY 2015.

Ms. Enoki said the other request was to add four positions in the budget. At this point budget request are only DAGS, and DAGS still has to review if they are allowing the request to go forward to Budget and Finance. Then Budget and Finance decides if it is going to allow it to move forward to the Governor, otherwise the executive director need to address what we are trying to bring to the committee. 

Commissioner Clement motioned to approve, seconded by Commissioner Moore and the motion was carried unanimously. 


6. Adjournment 
Commissioner Clement moved to adjourn the meeting, which was seconded by Commissioner Moore. The motion was carried unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
