1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 11:07 a.m. by Acting Chairperson Warner.  
· 
2. Approval of the Agenda 
Commissioner Hamamoto moved to approve the agenda, followed by a second from Commissioner Tiller Polivka. The agenda for the meeting was carried unanimously. Mr. Warner recommended moving up the “Statement from the Public” to item number 4 on the agenda after the Approval of Minutes. Commissioner Clement moved to approve the agenda as amended, followed by a second from Commissioner Karen Tiller Polivka. The motion was carried  unanimously. 

3. Approval of Minutes (September 16, 2015)
Commissioner Tiller Polivka moved to approve the minutes, followed by a second from Commissioner Sakamoto. 
Discussion:
Commissioner Kahanu discussed the minutes on page 6 - Approval of Committee Appointments. She recommended adding Governmental Affairs to the title of the Communication Committee.

Guy discussed the minutes on page 16 regarding the discuusion of the Ad Hoc committee. He suggested adding Ad Hoc committee members: Hamamoto, Sakamoto, Washburn-Repollo and Warner. 
Commissioner Tiller Polivka asked to amend the name of the committee and define its mission to address legislative issues and establish measurable goals. 

Following a motion by Commissioner Clement and seconded by Commissioner Tiller Polivka, the board minutes of September 16, 2015 were unanimously approved and accepted as amended. 

4. Statement from the Public 
There was no statement from the public. 
   
5. Chair Report 
Acting Chairperson Sherman Warner provided a reported on his participation with Mr. Johnson in the leadership event sponsored by the National Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA) in Salt Lake City, Utah, October 7-9, 2015. 

Mr. Warner said the workshops dealt with leadership challenges and techniques including discussions about the challenges facing state arts agencies. He said it was important to hear how other state agencies look for partnerships within their state governments and with the private sector. With each state facing different challenges, the common thread was the survival and growth which depends on imaginative partnerships and that boards and commissions are key players in developing funding partnerships. 

Mr. Warner indicated that the role for boards and commission was maintaining an active dialogue with politicians about legislation that affects the arts and arts activities in their home districts, and advancing the role of the arts in education and community vitality. Mr. Warner said it was a tremendous opportunity. 

6. Executive Director’s Report 
Executive Director Jonathan Johnson reported the following items: 

Mr. Johnson announced that a Friends of HiSAM have signed a lease agreement with a tenant of the museum’s restaurant space. He said the new restaurant is opening on December 1, 2015 contingent on the kitchen equipment being provided by the state. The new restaurant will be named “Artizen.”  

Budget 
The Supplemental Budget Request was submitted and includes three important items: adding 4 FTE to the biennium budget; adjusting the percentage of some salaries from 50% Special and 50% Federal to 75% Special and 25% Federal; and increasing the General fund appropriation to $1 million.

Planning
The Leadership Team is developing a process for reporting to the board a draft timeline, work plans and measurables relating to the recently approved SFCA Strategic Priorities: objectives, action steps and performance indicators.  

Audit Response
On October 20, SFCA ED discussed with State Auditor Jan Yamane the reporting requirements for the audit of the SFCA. The auditor explained there will be a brief questionnaire this December and a more lengthy response due three years after the audit. There will be no hearings etc. on the subject.  A detailed update is being prepared for the board under separate cover.  

Legislation
After further consideration of the proposed bill to amend HRS Section 40-88, the Honolulu Symphony Foundation requested the administration defer this bill until further notice. The Symphony Foundation wishes to have the time to more fully study and discuss this item with the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts and all other important stakeholders, including the Department of Accounting and General Services, the Attorney General’s office, the Hawaii Symphony Orchestra and members of the legislature before moving forward with any proposed legislation.


Technology
The SFCA is adopting eSign as a means of approving and tracking digital documents and implementing electronic signatures. The process is sponsored by the Office of Enterprise Technology Services. The new technology will expedite turnaround time and tracking of documents requiring multiple signatures. We are beginning internally with our requisition form.

ACCESS
Mr. Johnson stayed in Hilo following the AASC at the Wailoa Center and met with various members of the community including Lourdan Kimbrel, Director of the East Hawaii Cultural Center.  

HiSAM Programming
Art & Flea:
Mr. Johnson said the Art & Flea  was held Friday, July 3 from 5–9 p.m. The Hawai‘i State Art Museum played host to FIND ART at HiSAM, an Art+Flea arts and music festival on the lawn and museum grounds. Presented by the Friends of HiSAM, FIND ART featured vendors, live performances, and arts workshops by Honolulu Printmakers and performances by KTUH, PAGE, TV Microwave, The Rightovers, Patrick Oiye on shamisen, and Edelyn and Ellison Agustin. The event was a celebration of the Hawai‘i-based community of visual and performance artists that the SFCA supported. 

ART ZONE
Mr. Johnson said that HiSAM was open Sunday, Oct. 4 from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. for a special family-friendly event called Art Zone. The free event included live performances on the lawn, food vendors, teaching artists giving museum tours and hands-on art projects. Both Iolani Palace and the King Kamehameha Judiciary History Center also hosted free events.

HALLOWBALOO: 
Mr. Johnson said 5,000 people attended this event and it was the best Halloween event in Hawaii. He said the vendor also booked for Hallowbaloo next year.  He noted that the annual Hallowbaloo Music & Arts festival moved from Chinatown to Downtown’s historic district, with HiSAM serving as the hub. Costumed attendees roamed the streets, lined with local food and drink vendors, while the crowd gathered on the lawn in front of the museum.

Arts Education
Mr. Johnson said the Artists in the Schools contract was encumbered in October, thus allowing all 93 schools to begin scheduling their arts residencies with teaching artists from the SFCA Artistic Teaching Partners (ATP) Roster. These residencies will be completed by the end of the 2015-2016 school year.

7. Discussion and/or action regarding SFCA Strategic Planning 
Commissioner Warner explained that a sub committee consisting of Pat H. Dean S. and Eva Rose solicited proposals from 3 candidates to work with the SFCA on a plan to plan.  The sub-committee recommended Peter Adler. There was discussion on the selection process and desired outcomes.  Peter Adler addressed the board and explained how he would approach the process.  Commissioner Kahanu referenced WESTAF’s “Plan to Plan” as a good model moving forward.
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Board Action:  Commissioner Guy moved to place the recommendation for facilitator on the January 20 Board agenda.  The motion was seconded by commissioner Tiller Polivka and approved by the board.

8. Items for Board Action
a. Artist Recommendation: Kahului Airport  
Mr. Johnson explained the recommendation for the approval of Kahalui Airport Art Advisory Committee (AAC) to commission a relocatable work of art for the Kahalui Airport. He said the Kahalui Airport, Art Advisory Committee (AAC) voted in October to recommend commissioning artist Dalani Tanahy with total budget $16,000. 
  
Commissioner Guy moved to approve the recommendation, seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka, and the motion was unanimoulsy carried. 

b. Design Phase: Innovation Public Charter  
Mr. Johnson said the Art Advisory Committee’s (AAC) Design Phase recommendation is for an exterior mixed-media sculpture installation by artist Stuart Nakamura for Innovations Public Charter School in Kona, Big Island. Commissioner Warner is one of the committee members. 

Commissoner Warner said that it is a great project and it has been a great experience. He noted the concept centers on wayfinding, with specific reference to the Makali’i, a Hawaiian voyaging canoe built under the guidance of clay Bertemann—a Hōkūle`a crew member and former captain – it’s a representational abstract, sculpture, and 3D.  Artist Nakamura works with a variety of  media and styles.

Board Action:  Commissioner Clement moved to approved the design phase recommendation, Sakamoto seconded it and the motion was unanimously carried.

Mililani Middle School  
Mr. Johnson said the Art Advisory Committee (AAC) Design Phase recommendation is for a bronze sculpture by Henry Bianchini for Mililani Middle School. He said the artist has worked closely with the AAC to carefully select a site for artwork and develop a design, which reflects the school’s priorities, identify, and function in the community – based on their input. 

Board Action:  Commissioner Guy made a motion to approve which was seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka and the Board unanimously approved. 

HiSAM Sculpture Garden 
Mr. Johnson told the board about the Art Advisory Committee (AAC) Desigh Phase recommendation for an exterior bronze sculpture by May Izumi for the No. 1 Capitol District Building Sculpture Garden lawn. 

He said the concept for this work takes inspiration from the Hawaiian story of Puapualenlena. 

Board Action:  Commissioner Clement moved to approved the design phase recommendation and Commissioner Tiller-Polivka seconded it. The motion was unanimously carried. 

c. Artist Supplemental Agreement: Pukalani Elementary School 
Mr. Johnson reported that there is an existing window on a concrete wall of Building B of Pukalani Elementary School where the artist has received approval from the school to install the artwork. Due to the expansion rate of wall and mural materials and structural engineering requirements, the window frame and plywood covering (installed by the school) must be removed and replaced by materials matching the existing wall construction. The project is expected to be completed by April 30, 2016 and the commissioned artwork instllation to be completed by December 31, 2017. 

Board Action:  Commissioner Washburn-Repollo moved to approved the increased budget to enclose the window.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Warner and was unanimously carried.
