1. Call to order 
The meeting was called to order at 10:06 a.m. by Committee Chair Hamamoto.

1. Approval of the Agenda
Commissioner Clement motioned to approve the agenda, seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka and the motion was carried unanimously.
 
1. Approval of Minutes (September 16, 2015)  
The committee defer the approval of September 16, 2015 minutes and suggested to bring to the action for January 20, 2016.

Actionable items and Discussion:
Ms. Enoki pointed out the minutes on the second page, third and fourth paragraph. She advised that past years, legislative matters were usually within the prior view of the Planning and Budget Committee. 



Commissioner Tiller-Polivka motioned to defer the approval of September 16, 2015 minutes and bring to the action for January 20, 2016 Legislative Committee meeting, seconded by Commissioner Clement. It was carried unanimously.  

1. Statement from the Public
There was no statement from the public. 

1. Legislation Timetable 
Mr. Johnson informed to the committee that the legislative timetable is the same as last year. He announced that the next Board meeting will be held at the same day as Legislature Session opening on January 20, 2016. 

Commissioner Tiller-Polivka suggested to have another Legislative Committee meeting before the Legislature Session. The committee concurred to have another Legislative Committee meeting in December 3, 2015 at 11 a.m.
 
1. Draft Legislation  
Executive Director Jonathan Johnson briefed the board about explore the idea how to get more grants money for Art and Military. He suggested to talk with Ken Ito, as he is the Committee Chair for the Veterans, Military and International Affairs and Culture and the Arts. Mr. Johnson noted that we can request for an additional/increase funding to our grants programs that will address specific populations through programming for the next cycle. 

Commissioner Tiller-Polivka spoke her on her experience with HOT! (Hawaii Opera Theatre). She informed that H.O.T. received 20 awards recipients from across the country with the specific funding to provide education and also for adult opportunity of art programing on the military basis. She thinks that was great conversation from all the representatives. She noted that is very positive. She noted that how they successfully implanted a program funded through partnership with NEA as they was able to raised moneys to build things.
Mr. Johnson indicated that the money will flow to our currents grants organization within the Hawaii. 

Commissioner Warner commented that he Art Military is a good sample. He said that another important one would be the homeless. He noted that there is a huge problems, needs services on that community. He gave an example the community Hawaii State's massive homeless problem at Waianae Harbor as the Oahu's largest native community and has more homeless than anywhere else in the state. He said there is an article that a lot of project happened where the professional photographer donated their cameras, talked to people to use the camera and documented. He thinks it humanize the homeless and also help people to understand why we need the legislation to get grant opportunity programs. Mr. Warner indicated that he also talked with Franco SW talked to Franco Salmoiraghi and David about the article.

Mr. Johnson commented that we are working in the housing from any resources. He indicated that the critical is finding way if we can do this initiative to get additional resources. Commissioner Hamamoto concurred that we just need to identify.

Commissioner Clement moved to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Commissioner Tiller-Polivka and the motion was carried unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 10:40 a.m.
